After retiring in 2010 my wife and | moved to Mount Beauty, North East Victoria. Why Mount Beauty?
While our children were growing up we holidayed in the area and fell in love with the view that greets you
as you turn into the Kiewa Valley near Dederang.
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The name Mount ‘Beauty’ is most appropriate for this magnificent area. Our small acreage is in the
Tawonga Valley at the base of Mount Bogong (1986 metres high and Victoria’s highest mountain) and a
ten-minute drive from the Mount Beauty village. With an average annual rainfall of 1250 millimetres, the
district has four very distinctive seasons. Snow-capped mountains provide a backdrop in winter and a cool
evening breeze brings summer relief. Autumn colours are a sight to be seen and spring gardens are truly
beautiful in the alpine area towns. On the odd summer day of forty plus degrees, a half hour drive puts you
high in the Alpine National Park with temperatures in the high teens to low twenties.
